	1.  List the key points of Joshua’s farewell address to the nation of Israel.  

2.  What was the repeated response of the nation?




	Read Judges 2:6-23, Judges 3:7-11, Judges 3:12-15, Judges 4:1-4, Judges 6:1-14.  These passages should give you a ‘feel’ for the book of Judges.  We will discuss more in class.

	

	A closer look:  

	1.  What words and phrases are used to describe the people of Israel in Judges 2:6-23? What repeated phrase is used in Judges 17:6, 18:1, 19:1 and 21:25?

2.  Who provided the Judges and what was their function? (Judges 2:16-19)



	Read 1 Samuel 8 and 2 Samuel 7; Kings of Israel

	

	A closer look:  

	1.  What does the nation of Israel request of Samuel?  How is this action viewed in the eyes of God?

2.  At this point in Israel’s history, how could a king improve their condition? (see also Judges 21:25 and Deuteronomy 17:14-20) 

3.  What does Israel’s second king (David) want to build in 2 Samuel 7? What is the response of God to this (see also 1 Chronicles 22)?

4.  From the following verses of 2 Samuel 7:10-16, what covenant promises are given to David and his offspring?
· v10-11;
· v12-13;
· v14-16;
5.  How are your answers to each of these covenant promises to David (previous question) fulfilled in Christ? (use the following passages to help you).

· John 14:1-3; Revelation 21:1-4, 26-27;
· John 2:18-22;  1 Corinthians 6:19-20; Acts 2:29-33; Revelation 22:16
· Psalm 103:10-12; Isaiah 53:5; 2 Corinthians 6:16-18; Hebrews 12:4-11; Luke 1:30-33. 
6.  Using the links here:  Kings of Israel and Judah, Timeline.  Summarize the effectiveness and destiny of Israel and Judah under the leadership of the Kings.
7.  How does the Kingship of Christ and His gift of His Spirit accomplish what the earthly judges and kings of Israel could not? (see also Jeremiah 31:31-34)
