	1.  What is the ‘status of mankind’ in vs. 5?
2.  From Hebrews 11:7, why does the author of Genesis describe Noah as “blameless” and one who “walked faithfully with God”?  How do his actions ‘condemn the world’ as stated in this passage? (see also 2 Peter 2:4-9 and Matthew 12:38-42)
3.  How does this “destruction” of the world in Genesis support our previous study of the significance of the “sea” or “deep”?   What is the significant contrast between this to the coming final destruction described in Malachi 3:1-4 and 2 Peter 3?

4.  Read 1 Peter 3:17:-22 with Matthew 3:7-15 and reflect on your understanding of the sacrament of baptism.  How does the 1 Peter passage tie the flood to our baptism that “now saves us”?

	   A closer look:  Genesis 9:18-28

	1. After God makes his covenant with Noah, what occurs in this passage to re-affirm that the problem of man’s sinfulness and separation from God has still not been resolved?

2. How do the actions of Noah’s sons illustrate two completely different responses to the ‘shame’ of Noah’s ‘nakedness’?

	1.  Compare the goals and locations (geographically) of the people in the OT passages to the goals and locations to those in the NT.  What is the primary difference between them? 
2.  How does God intervene in each of these cases?  Why the difference?
3.  Contrast Genesis 11:1-9 with Acts 2:1-8 and John 21:1-6.  What do we learn about our effectiveness in spreading of the gospel message?
