	  A closer look:  Genesis 15 with Romans 3:20-26 and Romans 4:19-25

	1.  Describe God’s instructions and blessings for Abram in Genesis 12:1-9.  From where did God call Him (Genesis 15:7, Acts 7:2)
2.  What is Abram’s concern in Genesis 15:2?  What 2 things does God promise him?  
3.  What is the basis of Abram’s ‘righteousness’ (see also Romans 4:1-5)?
4.  What does Romans 3:20-26 teach us about our spiritual condition?  How is our righteousness similar to that of Abram (see also John 3:16-18 and Romans 4:19-25)?
5.  Skim the following linked page of promises for those made ‘righteous’ because of their belief.  Which of these promises you find most significant or interesting?
6. What is prophesized about the nation of Israel (Genesis 15:13-14)?


	Read again vs. 15:8-17.  In Abram’s day, covenants or promises were sealed by animal sacrifice.  Animals were cut in two parts and placed in two rows.  The two kings making covenant then walked together between the rows with promise to keep their part of the covenant forever.  If either broke their promise, he would die like the animals.

	1.  What question does Abram ask God in verse 8?

2.  How are Abram’s actions in verse 11 similar to our actions as Christians?

3.  What does Abram see passing between the cut animals?  What does this represent? (see also Exodus 13:20-22, Exodus 19:18,  Isaiah 6:3-7, and Isaiah 62:1-2 with Isaiah 62:11-12)

4.  What is God telling Abram by this action and how does this covenant point forward to the crucifixion of Christ?
