4.  How does God ultimately fulfill this prophecy? (See John 1:36, John 3:16-17 and Romans 8:1-4)

5.  How does Abraham’s faith once again remain strong? (Hebrews 11:17-19)

6. How does Abraham’s near sacrifice of his only son Isaac help you understand better the extent of his faith?  How can we apply this to our lives?
