	Read:  Deuteronomy 34  (Death of Moses)

	

	  A closer look: Deuteronomy 34

	1.   From last week’s lesson (reference Numbers 14:20-35), what was the punishment for the nation of Israel for their lack of faith in entering the Promised Land?  Who did this punishment apply to?
2.   Fast-forward 40 years, Deuteronomy 34:1-12; How is Moses described?  From this passage, why was Joshua chosen as Moses’ successor?

	1.   Compare Numbers 14:1-10 with Joshua 1:16-18, how is this generation different than their parents? How could each of these generations be described by Romans 6:17-23?
2.   From the following sections of Deuteronomy 7, list the instructions given to the people. Beside each, please list the basis of this instruction.

Deuteronomy 8:10-14;

3.  What is God’s warning to the people in Deuteronomy 9:4-6?  Why do you think this warning is given and how could it apply to us?

4.  How many times does God repeat Joshua’s instruction to “be strong and courageous” in Joshua 1:6-9?  For each time this instruction is given, write the basis for this instruction.

	1.  From Joshua 2:8-11, how does Rahab describe the emotional condition of those living in Jericho?  How does 2 Corinthians 2:14-17 illustrate the difference between ‘Abrahams descendants’ and those who are unrighteous?
2.  List a few of the details as Israel crossed the Jordan river in Joshua 3:14 – 5:1?  How might this have impacted them emotionally?
