3.  What specifically was God’s purpose for the manna? What was the reaction of the people when they first saw it?
4.  From John 6:22-58, write phrases of how Jesus’ compares and contrasts himself to the manna given in the desert.  (even though it’s quite long, please carefully study this passage)



	Recall from lesson 4, in Abram’s vision (Genesis 15:8-17) God made a covenant with Abram in walking between the halves of the animals Abram cut in half..  In this part of Exodus, God provides the specific details of the covenant for His people.
